1. The sitting Mayor will announce that the first business will be to elect a Mayor of the City of 

Bangor for the 2025 – 2026 Municipal Year. A proposal will be requested, which if seconded 

will be put to the vote. 

 

2. Councillor Gareth Parry will declare the result and that a new Mayor has been duly elected. 

Their Worship   the Mayor, the City Director and the Mayor-elect will then leave the Council 

Chamber for the robing of the new Mayor. 

 

3. The new Mayor, the City Director and Councillor Parry will then return to the Chamber. 

 

4. The incoming Mayor will then read and sign the Declaration of Acceptance of Office of the 

Mayor of the City of Bangor Council in the presence of the Proper Officer. 

 

5. Address by the new Mayor of the City of Bangor, who will then signify to the Council who 

will be the Mayor’s Consort for 2025-26 (if applicable). 

 

6. Apologies of absences will be received. 
 

7. Declaration of Financial Interest or Personal Connection will be received. 

 

8. The Mayor will ask for nominations for Deputy Mayor for the 2025-2026 Municipal Year, 

which will be voted on. 

 

9. The Mayor, assisted by the City Director, will then invest the Deputy Mayor with the chain 

of office. 

 

10. The newly elected Deputy Mayor will then read and sign the Declaration of Acceptance of 

Office of the Deputy Mayor of the City of Bangor Council in the presence of the Proper 

Officer.
